e Produce short, simple everyday expressions in order to meet specific, concrete needs such as providing
personal information, describing daily routines of everyday life and of university life or requesting
information;

o Use basic sentence structures and phrases, groups of words and formulaic expressions to communicate
with others, describing situations, feelings and referring to oneself;

e Have a repertoire of basic language expressions that enable the person to understand everyday
situations;

e Understand sentences and frequently-used expressions related to areas of most immediate relevance
such as basic information about oneself and one’s family, shopping, places of interest, employment,
pastimes, etc.).
